One “full document” for each source of information.

Contains author. Title. Publication data. RE: for internet, capture two dates

Note Cards

Note Cards:

Notes from a given source. Direct quote, summary, stats or paraphrase. Gives page number in source for exact reference.
Uses slug as brief subject. (i.e. Past)
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Several notes cards may have the same author because they come from the same source.
